The Mass 
Audubon Society, the Trustees of Reservations, 
Cornell University Cooperative Extension Program, 
MA Department of Conservation and Recreation, 
the Nashua River Watershed Association, and other 
recognized authorities have advised on grassland, 
wetland, and invasive species management.

1.  From Route 62 East & Route 70 South 
Follow Rt. 62 East/Rt. 70 South to the Nashua River 
Bridge. Turn left on Cameron Hill. Take a right  
at the Philbin Memorial Playground onto  Wilson 
Street. Follow Wilson Street for 1/3 mile. Bear left 
onto Clamshell Road  until you come to Rauscher 
Farm (½  mile). 

2.  From Route 70 North 
Follow Route 70 North past the Wachusett Dam. 
Take your first right onto Cameron Hill. Take a right 
at the Philbin Memorial Playground onto  Wilson 
Street.  Follow Wilson Street for 1/3 mile. Bear left 
onto Clamshell Road  until you come to Rauscher 
Farm (½  mile).

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Welcome to Rauscher Farm!
Enjoy the beauty and serenity of 60 acres of 
open space purchased by the Town of Clinton  
in June 2008.

Explore Rauscher Farm ‘s wonderfully diverse 
habitats—grasslands, wetlands, woodlands, 
shrublands, and Clamshell Pond—each with  
its store of ecological and wildlife treasures. 

Before the town purchase, Rauscher Farm 
was a working farm. Historical records show 
that colonial settlers were on the farm as early 
as 1716. In 1653, a purchase of land from 
the Nashaway Nipmuc Indians included the 
Rauscher Farm area. And dating back further, 
prehistoric sites abound throughout the 
Clamshell Pond area. To learn more of its rich 
history, an archeological survey is planned for 
Rauscher Farm.

Many animals, birds, and butterflies—permanent and 
migratory residents—call Rauscher Farm home. Species  
of wild flowers carpet the various habitats. Clamshell Pond 
is a world of its own, populated by aquatic residents and 
visited by seasonal migrating birds.

Exploring Rauscher Farm
Visit Rauscher Farm on your own using the trail map in 
this brochure and information on the side of the barn. 
Grassland areas are cut in September to protect ground-
nesting birds and butterfly and bee habitats. Thank you 
for keeping to the grassland trails in these areas during 
May–September.

Join guided WalkAbouts of the various habitats on the 
farm, conducted by members of the Friends of Rauscher 
Farm (email info@rauscherfarm.org).

Young adventurers 
discover the critters and plants that call Rauscher Farm 
home. From time to time, adventurers record their  
findings in the Rauscher Farm Field Notebook, which 
allows youngsters to contribute to the growing body  
of knowledge about the natural world of Rauscher Farm.
